Consider practical requirements such as 

relamping, but at the same time make an 

architectural statement. 



Wirra Wirra Vineyards 

Warm colour temperature lamps have the same output as cooler 

ones but provide a more ñhumanò feel to a space. 



Wolf Blass Cellar Door 

LEDs consume minimal electricity, produce minimal heat and require 

little maintenance, but can create dramatic effects.

This bar is internally illuminated by ñwarmñ colour 

temperature LEDs. 
 



Saltramôs Barrel Room 

The feel of a room illuminated by ñcoolò colour temperature lamps 

is completely different.

Uplighting allows us to control glare, 

improve accessibility for maintenance, 

increase flexibility and uniformity in the 

workplace AND highlight the 

architecture of a space.

This cellar door and restaurant is lit only by reflected uplighting 



 

Apothecary 1878 Wine Bar 

Light and shade in a design allows us to draw peopleôs 

attention and at the same time use less power.
